water to be dug in various countries. Look on the Ministries
noticeboard at the back of the main auditorium to see how
we help various ministries.

In our own fellowship, we have the blessing of the
Emergency Store, which helps a number of people in our
own Church plus many others outside in the community.
However, even if people are in need of food, we all have
water flowing through our taps and into our toilet cisterns
whenever we need it. We are a blessed people.

H20 - Water.

Let's look for a few moments at what the
Word of God says about water.

Proverbs 27:19 tells us: "As water reflects a face, so a man's
heart reflects the man." So we need to ask ourselves, as we
look at the beautiful scene on the front cover of this
magazine: "What is my heart truly like?"

At the bottom of every lake there is debris from the leaves of
the trees which is rotting and decaying. Sometimes, however
tranquil a lake is on the surface, there are things which need
to be fished out, such as bottles or cans, which have been
carelessly thrown into the lake. Have we got debris in our
hearts that needs to be dealt with and fished out? This must
make us think "Have I totally surrendered every area of my

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life to the Lord? Are there things I need to deal with? Do 1
have unforgiveness, pain or rejection in my heart?" Jesus, by
the Power of His Holy Spirit and His Word, wants to help us
deal with issues such as these.

In the Gospel of John, chapter 4 and verse 7, Jesus is talking
with a Samaritan woman at Jacob's well. It was very unusual
at that time for a Jew to converse with a Samaritan woman
(Samaritans were of a mixed race). Jesus ignored convention
of the day and had quite a conversation with this woman,
asking her for a drink of water as He was thirsty. She queried
why Jesus would even talk to her and, in verse 10, Jesus says
that, if she really understood who He was, she would have
ASKED HIM for the life-giving water that only He could
give. In verse 13 he tells her that, if she receives life-giving
water from Him, she would never spiritually thirst again and
indeed it would become a spring of water welling up within
her. We commend you to read the Gospel of John chapter 4
and see for yourselves what Jesus says. Not only does the
Samaritan woman believe and receive Jesus’ words into her
heart, but she tells others and they too believe. Jesus then
proceeds in verse 43 to move on and minister in Galilee.

The Bible talks a lot about water. In Psalm 1:3 we learn that,
if we read, think and meditate on the Word of God, we will
become like trees planted beside streams of water and of
course Psalm 23:1-2 is well known by people: "The Lord is
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my shepherd, I shall not be in want. He makes me lie down
in green pastures, He leads me beside quiet water, He restores
my soul." What is my soul? My mind, will and emotions. We
learn from these two scriptures that the Word of God will
nourish us, refresh us, revive us, calm our minds and restore
us. It truly is life-giving water.

In Ephesians 5:25b, the Apostle Paul says, "... Christ loved
the Church and gave Himself up for her to make her holy,
cleansing her by the washing with water through the Word
and to present her to himself as a radiant Church without
stain or wrinkle or any other blemish, but holy and
blameless." The Church is not the building which people
worship in, it is the people themselves. We are the Church —
the Body of Christ, of which He is the Head. Jesus came to
give us new life in and through Him.

Some people struggle to understand the Trinity. A simple
way of understanding Father, Son and Holy Spirit is to look
at H20. Steam, ice and snow — all three come from water and
are basically the same, but appear differently. It is the same
with the Trinity. Father, Son and Holy Spirit — one God — but
all appear differently.

Jesus came to earth to die on a cross for all mankind — for all
who will receive Him into their hearts. Jesus paid the price of
sin and death for each one of us. Jesus rose from the dead
three days after his crucifixion and walked this earth for forty
days, appearing to multitudes.

Jesus then ascended into heaven, telling His disciples to stay
in Jerusalem and await the promised Holy Spirit. Then, in the
book of Acts, the Church was birthed with the coming of the
Holy Spirit which we know as Pentecost. When we ask the
Lord Jesus to come into our hearts and receive His Holy
Spirit, we are empowered, helped and guided, enabling us to
be the people the Lord wants us to be and to do the things
He wants us to do.

In our photo on the front of this magazine, we can imagine
children climbing and jumping enthusiastically from the old
tree ladder into the fresh lake below. This is a picture of us.
When we receive the Lord Jesus and His Holy Spirit in our
hearts, we enthusiastically jump into everything the Lord has
for us. We hunger for the presence of the Lord. We enjoy
the Word and we get washed by the Word of God, we revel
in the love of the Lord. We desire to show the Lord that we
enthusiastically worship and praise Him and appreciate all He
has done in our lives and will do.

1 John 3:1: "How great is the love the Father has lavished on
us, that we should be called children of God! And that is what
we arel"

The trees in the photo show new growth, which is a lighter
green. The Lord wants each person reading this article to
have new growth in and through Him. To drink deeply of His

formed by a group from the Church who were keen

to take the good news of the Gospel onto the streets
of Felixstowe, a Gospel which as Paul said is “not simply
with words, but also with power, with the Holy Spirit and
with deep conviction” (7 Thessalonians 1: 5).

The Street Healing and Outreach Team (SHOT) was

Jesus also commanded his disciples “when you enter a town
... heal the sick who are there and tell them “The kingdom of
God is near you’” (Luke 10: 9). In view of these commands
and the way in which Jesus reached out to people, we offer
healing as a way of drawing the people to us and as a
demonstration of God’s love for them. Ultimately we want
to communicate and demonstrate the Gospel.

We set up a banner which displays “Free Healing”. Two or
three of the group stay at the banner to talk and pray with
people and the rest of the group go in pairs to hand out tracts
and talk/pray with people in other areas. The tracts give
details of our base so those who aren’t ready to talk or be
prayed with straight away can have a think about it and
hopefully return later. A more detailed leaflet is given to
those who we pray with, explaining why we pray and giving
the Gospel.

We base outrselves at the crossroads of Orwell Road and
Hamilton Road in Felixstowe, at the side of TSB Bank. This

location has a
wide  pave-
ment and two benches where we can sit to talk and pray with
people. At the moment we go out once a month, for two
hours on a Saturday morning.

We have seen some great things happen as we pray and
minister to people. Every time we meet, we see people healed
and we have had many conversations with people about the
Gospel and God’s love for them.

We recently had a local man who asked for prayer as he was
due to have surgery for an artery problem and was in
constant pain and could only walk with the aid of a stick. As
he was prayed for, he felt the power of the Holy Spirit. He
got up and was able to walk, pain free. We then shared the
Gospel with him and he gave
his life to Jesus!

There are so many other
testimonies that we could
share. If you would like to
come along and see what we do
and maybe join the team, you
would be very welcome.

uest speaker Sandy Millar, who is
Gusually associated with Alpha,
helped celebrate five years of Town
Pastors in Felixstowe at a special celebration

event held at the Christian Life Centre on the
evening of Sunday 30 March, 2014.

Neil Boast, a retired police officer, who was
a key part in setting up Town Pastors in
Felixstowe, shared during the evening that he
was an atheist when Christians approached
him to help with the young people on the
streets of Ipswich in the early hours of the
morning at weekends. They told him they
would have people pray, as well as being out
helping. He soon changed his mind when he
saw what help it was and the crime rate went down! Neil was

therefore eager to see Town Pastors in other towns in the
Suffolk area.

I have worked with Town Pastors for the past four-and-a-
half years. For anyone who doesn’t know what Town Pastors
is about ...

on my leg. This left a hole which

This then turned
to cellulitis and was very painful. I
found it particularly painful to walk and
drive.

I n the summer, I had an insect bite

I went to the Out of Hours Clinic on
the Friday and was put on antibiotics. 1
was allowed home but I was advised
that, if I didn’t respond to the
antibiotics and particularly if 1 started
feeling unwell, 1 should return as I
would need to be admitted to hospital
for intravenous antibiotics and pain
relief, etc.

I rested up on the Saturday, took the
antibiotics and elevated my leg as
advised, but it was still very painful.

On the Sunday morning, my leg was still
inflamed and painful and I should really
have gone back to the hospital, via
A&E, as advised. However, it was my
first shift on the Refreshments Team at

Church and I was determined to be
there. I believed that God was my healer
and was planning to have some prayer
after serving the coffees and teas. 1
elevated my leg during the service.

While I was in the kitchen helping with
the refreshments after the meeting,
someone told me to go and get some

prayer right away.

Although my leg was inflamed and hot,
Lynn (a member of the Prayer Ministry
Team) put her bare hand on it. She
explained to me that Genesis 1: 26 tells
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us that God gave us dominion over
every living thing that creeps on the
earth, so we have authority to tell the
virus, bacteria, cancer or disease to stop
dividing, die and leave or to shrivel and
dissipate. So, instead of asking God for
healing, she told the cellulitis to shrivel
up and die and to leave my body.

Although it still felt sore and painful, I
felt something happen. She prayed again
and it felt a bit easier.

As a got up and was walking about it
progressively became easier and easier
and by the next day the pain had
completely gone.

occasion in the world, but speaker Chris Hill shed
new light on the Christmas story at River of Life
Church’s festive gathering.

It’s probably the most often told and celebrated

While the Christmas season focuses on the birth of
Jesus, Chris pinpointed the reasons why our Saviour was
born in Bethlehem — and how his death to come on a
cross was intertwined with his birth.

He was guest speaker at the annual Christmas Carol
Celebration at the Christian Life Centre, where people
came together to sing traditional carols, including Angels
From the Realms of Glory, O Little Town of Bethlehem,
and Once in Royal David’s City.

The evening also featured presentations on projects the
Church has supported in the past year — the Samaritan’s
Purse Operation Christmas Child Shoebox Appeal and
Water Filter Project; Tearfund’s work in the Philippines;
and support for four homeless schemes in Felixstowe
through the Emergency Store and Christmas gifts.

Chris Hill, of CL Ministries, explained that the fields
surrounding the stable where Jesus was born were
owned by the Temple and the shepherds, who came to
see him that night, were tasked with looking after the
Passover lambs — just as Jesus is often referred to as the
lamb.

It was the shepherds’ responsibility to ensure the lambs
were safely delivered to be used as sacrifices while Jesus,
sacrificed on the cross to reconcile us to God, is the
lamb who takes away the sin of the whole world.

It was a key reason as to why Bethlehem had to be the
place of his birth.

Chris, who with his wife Lindy has an international
ministry and has organised and led many tours to Israel
over the past 25 years, said Jesus birth also had symbols
of his death.

In those days a manger would not have been made out
of wood but would have been constructed from stone,
much in the way as the slab on which his body was
placed in the tomb after Calvary. The shadow of the
shepherd’s staff falling across that manger was a symbol
of the cross to come.

He said: “Jesus Christ is the precious lamb of God who
was sacrificed for our sins so we might be children of
God. Jesus is our Healer and our Saviour and the one
who makes us all whole.”

After the Carol Celebration, there was festive
refreshments of hot mince pies and non-alcoholic punch.
